Campbell 1

Ming Campbell was born to George and Elizabeth Campbell on
22nd May 1941.

Ming ran the 200m for the GB team at the 1964 Tokyo Olympics. He
held the British 100m record from 1967 to 1974. In his professional
legal life Ming was called to the Scottish Bar as an Advocate in 1968, in
1982 he became a Queen’s Counsel.

Although his father was a member of the Independent Labour Party,
Ming’s political hero is Jo Grimond, his philosophical icon John Stuart
Mill.  As he puts it:

“I’m liberal.  I do genuinely believe in individual freedom; people’s right to
determine the way they live their own lives…we should be able to make
choices for ourselves…but that sort of freedom should not be related to
financial advantage”

Ming joined the Liberal Party in 1957. He was elected President of
the University Liberal Club 1962-3, and President of the Glasgow
University Union 1964-5. In 1975 Ming became Chair of the
Scottish Liberal Party, leading a team of committed activists who
reinvigorated the Scottish party.

Ming was selected for Asquith’s former seat of East Fife (now NE
Fife) in 1976.  The Liberals were in fourth place with no local
councillors.  Ming led the campaign team first to win control of the
Council,  before his determined campaigning culminated in personal
triumph, turning fourth place into first place in the 1987 General
Election.

Ming has increased his majority at each subsequent election, reaching
a record majority of 12,571 in May 2005.   He has been
Parliamentary Spokesman on the arts, defence, Scotland, sport, and
most recently Foreign Affairs as well as Deputy Leader.  In 2004 he
won the Channel 4 Opposition Politician of the Year award and the
Political Studies Association Parliamentarian of the Year award in 2005.
